HHH’s Jail Inreach Program—Making a Difference

Healthcare for the Homeless — Houston, in collaboration with MHMRA and the Harris County Sheriff’s De-
partment began what is called the “Jail Inreach Program” back in February of 2007. The idea is to identify in-
carcerated homeless individuals with serious mental illnesses so that a discharge plan can be devised which ad-
dresses post-release needs. The major goals of the program are to “foster a recovery management framework” for
folks who are caught up in the system, decrease recidivism rates by providing services in a timely manner and
connect individuals with ongoing mental health treatment on the outside.

In the first twenty-two months of the program, 374 homeless individuals in the Harris County Jail were con-
tacted. Of those, 158 either successfully completed the program or were actively engaged. The program aims to
meet a variety of needs for identified individuals including counseling, benefits eligibility, substance abuse, hous-
ing and transportation. This is all good.
